There's one bit | do not want to forget, otherwise | may not go back home tonight —
my beautiful wife and lovely children — you're my strength, you keep me going every
single day. | love youl!

Friends, Rotary's work is often captured in the small, human moments that define why
we serve.

At the recent District Conference and Assembly, Past Rotary Foundation Trustee Geeta
Manek shared a story that stayed with me. While visiting a camp for displaced persons
in Turkey, she and her team were invited into a makeshift tent by one of the women
there. Despite having almost nothing, the woman offered them biscuits — her only
meal — as an act of hospitality. Geeta stood there, torn. Do you accept, knowing it may
be all she has? Or do you decline and risk taking away her dignity? That biscuit, made
possible by the generosity of Rotarians, was her way of saying “thank you" and “you are
welcome!’

That is Rotary: restoring dignity even in the harshest circumstances.

And then there's the story of the Titanic. When the ship struck an iceberg, three
vessels received the SOS. Two chose not to respond. Only the Carpathia turned
around. She arrived in time to save 700 lives from nearly 2,000 passengers who would
have otherwise frozen in the Atlantic.

Those two stories carry one powerful morale for us as Rotarians: When the call to
serve comes, we cannot be the ships that sail on. We must be the ones who turn
around. And when we serve, we do it in a way that preserves the dignity of those we
help.
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Our own Rotary Club of Nalumunye has lived this truth. At Kitebi Health Centre lIl,
patients were undergoing triage in a worn tent — no furniture, no privacy, no dignity.
We did not sail on. We constructed a proper triage centre, installed patient screens,
provided furniture, and planted medicinal trees to create a healing, dignified space for
over 1,000 patients every month. When we found an unprotected community well that
serves over 500 households, and at risk of contamination, we rehabilitated it —
because safe water should never be a gamble.

At Bandwe Primary School, where overcrowding forces pupils to learn in shifts and
under strain, we have started construction of a new classroom block to restore their
right to a decent learning environment. And when the national blood bank sent out an
SOS, our members and partners turned up to donate 417 units in a single drive —
more than 1,000 lives given a fighting chance.

From triage centres to protected wells, from classrooms to blood banks, we are the
Carpathia. We turn toward the SOS. That is the biscuit of dignity in action.

My club members, | stand before you tonight not just as your President, but as a
peacemaker. As you can see, we're all dressed in white — white is a sign of peace. In
this Year of Impact, we seek peace first — peace with each other — so we can serve
others with one voice and one heart. Let us unite, let us work together. The community
